Coalfields Steam
A bonfire on the platform will be a new attraction at Coalfields Steam to be held at Richmond Vale Railway Museum. The bonfire will be held on Saturday 11th June from 5.00 pm. The event will continue on Sunday 12th and Monday 13th June.
 “Fire and Steel Viking Age Society” will be in the grounds demonstrating how people lived and fought in the Dark Ages. Feel the weight of chainmail armour and hold a sword or shield. There will also be displays of archery and combat techniques.
‘Thomas the Tank Engine’ and a friend will be visiting as well, providing regular miniature train rides [for a small additional fee per ride].

Marjorie, a 0-4-0 saddle tank engine, will be running along the Mulbring Road branch line. Her load will consist of restored, non-air coal wagons. Diesel 34, a full sized train, will provide regular free rides on a return trip to Pelaw Main. 
Displays in the Entry Building will include miniature steam machinery and live steam engines. Heritage Hunter will have a photographic display.
Hunter Valley Vintage Farm Machinery Club will have a display of vintage tractors and steam driven machinery.

The Museum is located at the old Richmond Main Colliery site on Leggetts Drive (not at Richmond Vale), four kilometres south of Kurri Kurri [on the same side of the road as the Hunter Economic Zone]. Look out for the sign with the picture of the Black Steam Engine [which is an image of the South Maitland Railways Locomotive No. 30, located at the museum]. If you are travelling from Maitland, take the Cessnock Road through Gillieston Heights, and Heddon Greta.  If you are coming from the vineyards through Cessnock, take the Maitland Road through Neath, Abermain and Weston. Those sourcing from Sydney freeway, follow the signage to Cessnock/Kurri Kurri, come through Freeman’s Waterhole and onto Leggetts Drive. 

Steak and sausage sandwiches will be available from the canteen, along with pies sausage rolls, ice creams and drinks. Entry fees are Adults $15; Concession $10; Children (5-15 Years) $7. Children under 5 are free.
