Richmond Vale Railway Museum Model Exhibition



Did you know that at this exhibition there are unlimited full sized train rides available to you after you pay the entry fee?
Details: There are four main areas in which to view models, incorporating more than fifteen grouped displays.
1. In the Entry Building  you will find an ‘N’ gauge layout housed in an antique TV cabinet, the ‘Rix’s Creek’ layout, ‘GM’ World [an industrial town setting], ‘N’, ‘OO’, ‘O’ and ‘G’ gauge layouts,  Dragons and Angels trade stall and B & S Model trade stall
2. Outside the entry building you will find miniature train rides [ for a small additional fee], a Model Truck trade stall and a static display of model boats
3. The Mining Museum Building holds “How to construct and how to build ‘Clinics’”, plus mining artefacts
4. Take a trip on a full sized train to Pelaw Main. These will be running throughout the day (prams can travel as well, but in the guards van, and you can collect them at the end of your journey). At Pelaw Main a stroll up the hill will bring you to the ‘Drawing Office’ to see displays of trams, electric and ‘O’ gauge trains. Beside the ‘Drawing Office’ is the old ‘Main Office’ building, where you’ll find Naval Memorabilia as well as model layouts
Date: 15th and 16th May 2010
Opening hours: 10am – 4 pm both days
Location: The Museum is located on Leggetts Drive, four kilometres south of Kurri Kurri [on the same side of the road as the Hunter Economic Zone]. Look out for the sign with the picture of the Black Steam Engine [which is an image of the South Maitland Railways Locomotive No. 30, located at the museum]. If you are travelling from Maitland, take the Cessnock Road through Gillieston Heights, and Heddon Greta.  If you are coming from the vineyards through Cessnock, take the Maitland Road through Neath, Abermain and Weston. Those sourcing from Sydney and the freeway, follow the signage to Cessnock/Kurri Kurri, come through Freeman’s Waterhole and onto Leggetts Drive. 
Facilities available: Steak and sausage sandwiches will be on sale at the canteen, as well as drinks, ice creams, sandwiches, sausage rolls and pies. Picnic areas and wood fired BBQ’s are always available for the use of visitors, as are toilets and a baby change room. Toilets are also available at Pelaw Main.
Entry Fees: Adults $15; Concession $10; Children (5-15 Years) $7. Children under 5 are free.
Members: The Museum functions because people wish to volunteer their time for the interest and the fun of working with trains. Interested? Become a member. Membership forms are available from the souvenir shop.
Future events at RVRM: Open days are held on the first 3 Sundays of each month, plus school holiday Sundays. Special events are held at various times throughout the year: Coalfields Steam [trains, restored coal wagons, etc in June], Family Fun Fest in September, and the Santa Special in November.
