The Red Shed at east Greta is the home of the South Maitland railway, it’s where it all started and has historical significance for the 10 Class steam locomotives.
Guests will stop by the red shed on their way to Pelaw Main and be given a brief historical talk .

Pelaw Main Station

From the Red shed, the group will be transported by bus to Pelaw Main Station. Here they will be officially welcomed to the site and greeted by the ‘Mining federation pipe and drums band’, which will help set the atmosphere for this unique and special evening.
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Richmond Vale

The group will then board the steam train bound for Richmond Vale.

Trackless Train
